Read the passage aloud.
Discuss what the passage tells us about God.
Read passage aloud a second time.

Discuss what the passage tells us about human beings (men, women and
children, young and old, different races and different places) and the
relationship between people?

Read passage aloud athird time.

Discuss what the passage tells us about the relationship between God and
human beings. How might people living in different circumstances or in
different cultures perceive the passage’ s message about the relationship
between God and human beings? How does the passage call us (individually
and corporately) to change?

Read the passage aloud, quietly, meditatively, as a closing prayer; leave a
moment of silence, and then close the group meeting with prayer.
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
