Three weeks ago we heard Peter’s confession of faith as told 
in John’s gospel. This week we hear Mark’s version, when 

Peter says, “You are the Messiah.” In John, the stumbling block is Jesus’ invitation to 
eat his flesh, given for the life of the world. In Mark too the scandal has to do with 
Jesus’ words about his own coming death, and here Peter himself stumbles over Jesus’ 
words. But Jesus is anointed (the meaning of messiah) in Mark only on the way to the 
cross (14:3); so we are anointed in baptism with the sign of the cross.

1Not many of you should become teachers, my brothers and sisters, for you 

know that we who teach will be judged with greater strictness. 2For all of 

us make many mistakes. Anyone who makes no mistakes in speaking is 

perfect, able to keep the whole body in check with a bridle. 3If we put bits 

into the mouths of horses to make them obey us, we guide their whole 

bodies. 4Or look at ships: though they are so large that it takes strong 

winds to drive them, yet they are guided by a very small rudder wherever 

the will of the pilot directs. 5So also the tongue is a small member, yet it 

boasts of great exploits.
