We also need sample-sized toiletries:

e bars of soap

e sample-sized shampoo & conditioner

e trial sized deodorant
toothbrushes and trial or sample sized toothpaste
chapstick (not lip gloss/lipstick)

Lastly, we always need the following items for men and women:
e Jeans (sizes 30-36 for men are in highest demand)

e Underwear - MUST be new
