Film critic selects his top 10 films for 2021...

The COVID-19 pandemic continued to disrupt or postpone the releases of some
films during 2021. With theaters closed during part of the year, some new
releases were viewed on various platforms via streaming video. Although this
has meant that I have not been able to catch all the new films, I have seen
enough to compile a long enough list of candidates that still make paring down

As in the past, the films below do
more than just entertain us. They explore the life worth living, celebrate the
human spirit, challenge accepted norms, open our eyes to new beauty and
truths, and maybe warn us of or show us “the wages of sin.” Several will be on
the lists of the secular critics, but others will be less familiar. Although
aesthetics and popularity are considered, the moral/spiritual content of the film
is the main consideration. The Bible references are from my original reviews,
intended to help the reader make a connection between insights of the
filmmaker and the ancient wisdom of the Scripture writers. To explore a film
further, click on the title, and the embedded link will take you to the full review.
